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This Bulletin presents the latest figures on the average time from arrest to sentence 
for persistent young offenders. 

These figures are used to monitor the pledge to halve the average time from arrest 
to sentence for persistent young offenders in England and Wales from 142 days in 
1996 to 71 days. 

Main Points 

●	 The average time from arrest to sentence for persistent young offenders (PYOs) in 
England and Wales was 70 days in February 2007, 3 days lower than in January 
2007. 

●	 The overall average time from arrest to sentence for cases sentenced in 
magistrates’ courts was 61 days in February 2007 – down 4 days from the previous 
month. 

●	 Cases sentenced in the Crown Court took an average of 218 days from arrest to 
sentence during February 2007, down 3 days from January 2007.
